Learn to have a smile always on your lips - a smile which reflects that of Our Lord who wants
to act through and to 'take over' all you do. Above all else, in the depth of your being, place
as the unchanging base of all activity (as the criterion of the value and the truth of the thoughts
which fill your mind) the peace of God.
